A Note from Your Pastor 

Friends, 
 

I suspect I am not the only one who is tired.  And in some ways I find that funny.  After all, IΩm going fewer places, 
exercising more, and spending more time at home (of course I share a home with a 12-year-old and a 14-year-
old, so that may account for some of my tiredness!).   
 

But itΩs not physical tiredness that I notice, but mental and emotional tiredness.  And it seems that is the way of 
our world right now.  Living in the midst of a global pandemic leaves us working hard to stay healthy, but in order 
to do so many of us feel like we need to be constantly seeking information to make sure we are keeping up with 
the latest learnings about this virus.  And that work alone can be exhausting.  Meanwhile, not having our usual 
social outlets and connections can do a number on most peopleΩs emotional state.  Add to that political            
polarization, an increasing awareness of racial injustice, anticipation of what will prove to be a very different 
school year, and other stressors.  As these all pile on each other, most of us are experiencing some level of     
feeling out of sorts. 
 

And in addition to the things we will always identify as being part of the year 2020, there is also the reality that 
prior to COVID-19 forcing us to change our habits, most of us were living at an unhealthy pace.  It was a pace that 
focused more on doing and achieving than on being and relating and noticing.   
 

So I find myself wondering if maybe part of the answer to our exhaustion is to slow down - not in a forced and 
resentful way that might be our first reaction to COVID-19, but to slow down with intentionality.   
 

What would our lives be like if we made a point to savor the little things...the taste of fresh baked bread, the 
sound of the bird songs, the deer grazing in our yards, the splash of a rock thrown in the water, the voice of a 
friend on the phone, the touch (rarer these days) of a loved one?   
 

What would our lives be like if we knew when to say άenoughέΦΦΦstepping away from the news or social media, 
not reading one more article to get one more piece of information, not watching even our favorite political    
commentator assess the mistakes of the other party, not forcing ourselves to do one more thing on a day when 
we have hit our limit?  
 

Friends, this is a marathon, not a sprint and your life is worth taking care of.  Please do so.

JERUSALEM CROSS 

 

This complex cross, also called the 

Crusaderôs Cross or Fivefold Cross, 

has several interpretations. The main 

cross is composed of four tau (T) 

crosses representing the Old Testament law. The four 

small Greek crosses symbolize the fulfillment of the law 

in the gospel. The five crosses together represent the 

churchôs mission: to spread the gospel to the four corners 

of the earth. Theyôre also said to symbolize Christôs five 

wounds (hands, feet and side).
