WHAT YOU SHOULD KNOW ABOUT HOLY WEEK AND EASTER 

Maundy Thursday (March 29) 

 Soup Supper begins at 6pm.  This meal, prepared by your church Elders, is an opportunity for fellowship before 

the worship service.  No need to cook tonight—just come and enjoy time together. 

 Worship Service begins at 7pm in the sanctuary.  Come worship together as we remember the last week of Jesus’ 

life in story, song, and communion. 
 

Good Friday (March 30) 

 Prayer Walk times are offered from 11am—1pm and 5—7pm.  Arrive at the church during these time periods to 

walk through stations representing events from the last week of Jesus’ life.   Your time of worship will be guided 

by a prayer journal which will provide readings and reflections at each station.  This experience is on your own 

time, so spend as much or as little time as makes sense to you. 
 

Easter Sunday (April 1) 

 Easter Sunrise Worship will begin at 6:45am.  The intention is for this service to be on the back patio so come 

dressed appropriately.  However, if weather requires it, we will come indoors.  Please bring a lawn chair or plan 

to stand.   

 Easter Breakfast will begin at 8:30am.  The men of the church will be serving up pancakes, eggs, and sausage 

(meat and vegan).  Come enjoy a meal together. 

 Easter Egg Hunt will begin at 9am.  This event is for all children through 6th grade.  The children will gather in 

the Fellowship Hall 

 Easter Worship will begin at 10am.  Join us as we celebrate the resurrection, witness several young people being 

baptized, and share in good music together.           
 

You are invited to worship and walk with us through Holy Week and into the joy of Easter!

   *  Helen Gay Scholarship:  All applicants are welcome.  An applicant needs to be a participant 
(student, parent or relative) of First Christian Church and pursuing higher education. 

 

   *  Sunier Scholarship:  First consideration shall be given to an applicant who is participating in 
First Christian Church.  Applicant must enroll for at least two semester hours of credit in English Language 
literature or poetry each semester as a full-time student in college or university.  Required Rhetoric or 
freshman English composition courses will not be considered.   

 

Please note that the Sunier Scholarship is more limited and requires a literature or poetry class, but there 
are a broad range of classes that would fall under that classification. 

 

Applications are available in the church office and must be returned to the office by May 15, 2018.

THE LEGEND OF THE DOGWOOD
